Ornament should be light in weight so as not to bend a limb on the tree.
Ornament can be of your own design OR may be reproduced using a kit or other directions.
Ornament cannot pose a safety hazard to anyone, so please avoid the use of sharp, toxic, or easily breakable materials.
Ornaments should fit into one of these categories:
Nature — made of natural materials
Recycled — made of materials that have previously been used or could be used for another purpose.
Traditional — made using traditional colors, symbols, etc.
Other — does not fit into the above categories.
